PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

LEAD Global exists to expose American students from diverse backgrounds to global career opportunities
alongside peers from different countries in one program so that all participants might make better informed
decisions when choosing a college or profession.

For 2010, LEAD the University of the Witwatersrand, Johannesburg will host the program in the fields of
engineering, health science and business. LEAD believes that the depth of true international career development
experience goes far beyond a two week sightseeing excursion.

The ability to interact with international student peer groups within a team based work environment will serve as
the foundation for learning. The curriculum will be rooted in real world international career development case
studies. The goal is for student teams to gain practical experience in understanding the benefits of choosing a
career that is international in scope.

PROGRAM GOAL
The goal is to immerse students early in their academic development to a myriad of career opportunities, so that
they might make better informed decisions when choosing a university or career profession.

PROGRAM OBIJECTIVES
e Broaden student’s exposure to career options in health science, engineering and business. Students chosen to
participate in the program will be required to choose between health science, engineering and business.

e LEAD Global’s vision is to provide exposure to various career opportunities available globally for academically
high achieving students of diverse ethnicity.

e The objective is to develop an International Career Development Immersion Program between various
countries and in collaboration with students from the USA using LEAD’s Triad Model.

e Diverse talented students from the USA will be invited to attend programs alongside South African students.

ELGIBILITY

e Applicants must currently be in the tenth grade.

e Applicants must have a 3.0 minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA).

e Evidence of maturity, stability, adaptability and self-discipline in new environments.

e Admission to the program is competitive and based on academic record, essays and recommendations.

e Semifinalists will be contacted to schedule an interview to get to know you better, and to evaluate your
application more closely.

e Finalists must have a valid passport.
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APPLICATION PROCEDURES

The LEAD Global application contains several elements — all of which will contribute to your overall evaluation by the selection
committee. In order to be considered for acceptance, all forms must be complete and all required documents included. Type or
print legibly. Please remember, your application is our first impression of you so take your time working on it. Use the checklist

below to work through the application step by step.

APPLICATION FEE

A S$65 non-refundable application fee must accompany
your application materials. Make the check or money
order payable to LEAD. Applications received without the
required fee will not be processed.

BIOGRAPHICAL QUESTIONAIRE
Complete the biographical questionnaire. Make sure you
answer all required questions fully.

ESSAYS

All candidates are required to submit two original essays.
The essays should be neatly written or typed. The essays
should not exceed 750 words in length. The candidate’s
name, mailing address and the date should appear at the
top of the sheet.

ESSAY ONE

What is there about South Africa's history that makes you
want to participate in LEAD Global? Explain any
coursework or activities you have participated in that will
complement this program.

ESSAY TWO

If you are selected to participate in the LEAD Global
program, you will be living, studying, and working with
many people from different backgrounds. How would you
describe yourself to these people? What do you hope to
gain from your experience abroad?

RECOMMENDATION FORMS

LEAD requires each candidate to submit one (1) academic
and one (1) personal recommendation form. A teacher
or advisor who can assess your academic work should
complete the academic recommendation form. An
employer, coach, community official or minister who can
comment on your personal attributes and community
involvement should complete the personal
recommendation form. Use the included forms to give
them to fill out and then include it with your application
materials.
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TRANSCRIPT

An official high school transcript, school profile and your
education sheet must accompany each candidate’s
application to LEAD. If your high school will not provide
you with an official school transcript, please ask a school
administrator to forward it to: LEAD Global, 14 East
Hartwell Lane, Philadelphia, PA 19118.

PASSPORT COPY

All students must have a passport valid for at least six
months after the program ends. Please include a
photocopy of your valid passport. If you do not have a
passport yet, you will need to apply for one upon
acceptance into the program. We will accept a copy of
your passport later.

The application deadline is January 25, 2010. Your
completed application must be received in our office by
the posted deadline. If we are missing any part of the
application, we cannot consider you for admission. Send
your completed biographical questionnaire; two essays;
